In 2022, as the COVID—19 period is gradually
coming to an end and everyone is breathing
a sigh of relief, CAMP has covered much
ground again this year.

This year, we are once again striving to pursue international development
cooperation in which the locals in a developing country become having an
ownership. We are providing support so that agricultural products produced
in rural areas can be processed and distributed as part of a value chain by
connecting the rural areas of the indigenous people in Tarlac with the urban
